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Q:
I’ve heard that new Class Size Reduction language in the Murrieta Teachers’ Association contract will mean class sizes in grades K-3 will increase.  Is this true? (10/14/05)
A. No, this is not true.  We have no plans to increase class sizes in the district.  Class Size Reduction provides for 20 students in grades K-3 and in ninth grade Math and English classes.  The MTA contract incorporates new language from California Education Code on the Class Size Reduction program.  The new language was added to allow growing districts like Murrieta adequate time to add classes and hire new teachers when new students enroll throughout the year without incurring penalties for having one or two additional students in a class for a short time.  

Q:
I’ve heard that Murrieta classrooms lack basic supplies.  Is this true?  (10/17/05)

A:
No, district classrooms have appropriate supplies that are provided out of site budgets.  

Q
I’ve heard that Murrieta school board candidates plan to be outside schools on November 7th to campaign and hold signs and that the district is allowing and orchestrating this."  (10/21/05)
A:
Although board candidates may have plans to campaign on November 7th, the District has not orchestrated those actions.  Murrieta School Board elections are conducted in accordance with the California Education Code and Elections Code.  District staff are informed about campaign protocol and they understand what is acceptable and what is prohibited. 

Public sidewalks in front of schools are not school district property.  Therefore, candidates may legally conduct campaign activities on sidewalks in front of or near schools.  For example, in the last City Council election people stood on sidewalks on Madison and Murrieta Hot Springs the day before the election, holding signs and campaigning.   

A:
Why is the Murrieta School Board telling people how to vote in the upcoming election? (10/21/05)

Q:
The Murrieta School Board adopts resolutions to oppose and/or support legislation as they did recently with their Resolution to Oppose Proposition 76.   Resolutions are adopted by the school Board within the scope of their duties to provide information on the negative or positive impact of certain legislation to help voters make informed decisions.  The Board does not tell voters how to cast their vote.
